In a country where church leaders often experience the pressure of
restricted freedom and even imprisonment, the Mennonite Church in
Vietnam is growing. In July 2003 previously separate Mennonite churches
joined together to established one unified conference, the Mennonite
Church in Vietnam. Several of these churches began through Mennonite
missionary efforts prior to 1974, and other churches have begun through
recent church planting work. A large number of these churches, from the
central highlands area, are new to the Mennonite church. Pray for those
who lead the Mennonite Church in Vietnam and experience the pressure
of restricted religious freedoms.

Mennonite Church Canada Witness ministers through the North

Vietnamese Mennonite churches in Canada and the US.
