The new curriculum, to be published 
by Mennonite Publishing Network 
together with Brethren Press (Church 
of the Brethren) will be ready for the 
fall of 2006.

Gather ’Round is a Bible-based 
curriculum inviting children and adults: 
to love God; to interpret God’s word; to 
belong to God’s gathered community; 
and to serve others in God’s world.

Gather ’Round will replace Jubilee, 
which has nurtured a generation of 
children since the early 90s. The new 
curriculum will: build on the strengths 
of Jubilee; focus on strengthening 
the partnership between home and 
church; include graded material for K-8 
as well as a multiage unit; include a 
class for parents and adult caregivers; 
be written new every year rather than 
repeating in a three-year cycle.
