
MC Canada Related Searches 
Some Frequently Asked Questions 

 

  

 

1. My sermon is on the Beatitudes in Matthew.  I recall a Mennonite Church 

Canada resource published some time ago but don't remember the title.   

• Type “beatitudes” into the keyword search field.  This generates a list of 

worship materials, curriculum resources, a sermon, children’s story, and the 

prayer book Praying the Beatitudes of Jesus which you originally had in 

mind. 

• Or, under “Advanced Search” type “Matthew 5:1-12” under Scripture 

Reference.  This yields similar and additional material. 

• Or, using a subject search, click [Mennonite Church Canada Resources], then 

[Publications]. 

• Press [Print] on the far right of the top horizontal bar to print this listing for 

future reference. 

        

2. Our congregation has a partnership with a Mennonite Church Canada Witness 

worker in Burkina Faso.  What resources are available? 

• Type “Burkina Faso” into the keyword search field.  That search yields 

Mennonite Church Canada Gift Samplers, KidsPak projects, Celebration 

Stories from Witness workers, even videos from Mennonite Central 

Committee. 
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3. Mennonite Church Canada's General Secretary, Jack Suderman, wrote a paper 

on church leadership – but I don't remember what it's called.   

• Type “Jack Suderman” into the keyword search field.  It’s a long list, but on 

the second page you spot the resource – Missional Ecclesiology and 

Leadership. 

• Maybe you recall that the word “missional” was a part of the title.  Type “Jack 

Suderman, missional” into the keyword field.  This yields a more specific 

list.  Remember, the more you can give the search engine, the better it will 

work! 

• Or, using a subject search, click [Mennonite Church Canada Resources], then 

[Staff Presentations]. 

 

4. I'm looking for resources in the Korean language.   

• Click [Advanced Search].  From the “language” drop-box, click [Korean].  This 

list shows all of our current Korean titles. 

 

5. We are negotiating our pastor's salary for the next year and want to reference 

the annual Mennonite Church Canada guidelines. 

• Type “pastor salary guidelines” or “pastor salary” into the keyword field. 

• Or, type “human resources” into the keyword field.  Click on [Finance/Human 

Resources], then [Payroll and Benefits], then [Pastor’s Salary Guidelines 

• Or, using a subject search, click “Mennonite Church Canada Resources” > 

“Finance/Human Resources” > “Payroll and Benefits” > “Pastor’s Salary 

Guidelines]. 

 

6. We’re wanting to invite a Mennonite Church Canada speaker for a 

congregational resource event.  Is there a listing of preachers and workshop 

leaders? 

 

• Yes!  Under “Advanced Search” click on [Resource Type] and from the drop-

down list choose [Resource Person].  This gives a listing of staff and Witness 

Mission workers who are available to give leadership in a variety of capacities. 

• Or, type “Speaker’s Bureau” or “guest speaker” in the keyword field. 

• Or, using a subject search, click [Mennonite Church Canada Resources], then 

[Speaker’s Bureau]. 

 

 

 

 

 



7. Our Vietnamese-speaking congregation wants copies of the recently produced 

Vision and Purpose Statements of Mennonite Church Canada. 

• Type “vision statement” in the keyword field.  Click on the [downloadable series] 

which lists the various translations.  Click on the [Vietnamese] version.  It 

indicates that the bookmark (Vision Statement), the full text (Vision and Purpose 

Statements) and an audio recording (reading of both texts) are available to 

download.  Click [download] and select the resource you require. 

• Or, using a subject search, click [Mennonite Church Canada Resources], then 

[Publications]. 

 

8. I am on our congregation’s search committee for our next pastor and have been 

told there are Mennonite Church Canada resources available to guide our 

process. 

• Type “search committee” in the keyword field. 

• Or, using a subject search, click [Mennonite Church Canada Resources], then 

[Pastoral Leadership], then [Ministerial and Congregational Leadership Resource 

Packets]. 

 

9. As my congregation’s bulletin type-setter I am aware that Mennonite Church 

Canada runs regular church announcements which I wish to include. 

• Type “church announcements” in the keyword field.  This lists the current 

Prayer, Notes and News.   

• Or, using a subject search, click [Mennonite Church Canada Resources], then 

[Newsletters/Periodicals]. 

 

10.     I want to purchase copies of this year’s Season of Prayer resources. 

• Type “season of prayer” (or title, if known) in the keyword field.  Click on the [A 

Season of Prayer] downloadable series.  The first item in the list and the featured 

photo are the current year’s material.  Click on the title.  You then have the option 

to borrow, purchase or download the resource. 

• Or, using a subject search, click [Mennonite Church Canada Resources], then 

[Publications]. 

 

11.     While browsing the catalogue I find an interesting worship resource written by 

a Mennonite Church Canada staff person.  Has she posted more materials? 

• The simplest way of checking is to click the author’s name in the record you are 

browsing.  It will list that author’s entire repertoire.
